What is the Bah#’i Faith?

Founded in 1844, the Bah4'i Faith is today among the fastest
growing world religions. With more than five million followers in at
least 232 countries and independent territories, it has become the sec-
ond-most widespread faith, surpassing every religion but Christianity
in its geographic reach. Bah4'is reside in more than 116,000 localities
around the world, an expansion that reflects their dedication to
eliminating prejudices. Since it also forms a single community free of
schism or factions, the Bah4'i Faith comprises what is very likely the
most diverse and widespread organized body of people on earth.

Among the most fundamental teachings of
Bah#'w’llh are:

* the oneness of humanity

* the equality of women and men

* the elimination of prejudice

* the independent investigation of truth

* universal education

* the harmony of science and religion

* the elimination of extremes of wealth and poverty

* the nobility of the human spirit

Who is Bah#'v’l1ah?

Bah#u'llzh (Glory of God) was born
in Persia in 1817 into a wealthy and
powerful family. BahZu'llah’s mission is
to bring the peoples of the world
together as one family. As a result of his
progressive teaching sin 19th-century
Iran, He was persecuted and tortured.
During 40 years of imprisonment and
exile, Bahau'llah wrote the equivalent of
100 volumes which constitute the Bah#'i
sacred writings. He was fully interred in
‘Akka in the Holy Land, where he died
in 1892. Bah&is believe that Baha'u'llah
is the Messenger of God for this age, the
latest in a series of divine teachers sent
by God to train humanity. He stressed
that humanity’s greatest need is unity.
